Leneghan from Belfast. Mark told us who he was a 
member of the IRA when he was in college and 
despite his mother’s protest he still went ahead and 
joined an illegal organisation. He was arrested and 
spent 12 years in Prison during which time he came 
across the story of Medujorge and it had a deep 
effect on him.  He eventually changed his ways and 
was eventually released from Prison. He had done a 
degree with Queens University while in Prison and 
on his release, he went on to become a teacher. 14 
months ago he was ordained a Deacon in the 
Church. Mark is now married with 3 children.  
 
He had a fascinating story and we thank all who 
came to hear him. Next week we are going more 
local as our speaker is Mrs Margaret Gill from 
Clonbollogue. A member of the Church of Ireland, a 
mother and a housewife who has known her own 
troubles, we welcome her and we hope that we will 
have a great crowd for her.
